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Sewer Rates

The July Utility Bill-
ing includes an increase in
the monthly base rate for
sewer, which was approved
by the city council last year.
The increase to $43 1s the
next step in the process of securing funding for
wastewater system upgrades. An application
for $1 million in grant funds from the Housing
and Urban Development (HUD) Block Grant
program was submitted June 29 and an appli-
cation for another $1/2 million in grant funds
and about $670,000 in loans from the federal
Rural Development Program is being pre-
pared.

In addition the city council has directed
staff to seek bids for replacement of 500 feet of
cement sewer pipe located along Garfield
Street that is deteriorated and allowing water
from the Feed Canal to penetrate the sewer
system.

Contractors can pickup a copy of the bid
documents from city hall. The bids close July
13 at 4:30 pm.

This
includes Main Street in the business district,
both sides of city hall, and in front of the Ma-
sonic Lodge & Church. They are also not al-




lowed on picnic tables, benches
or in the gazebo. Besides facing
a citation, the skateboard, bike
or scooter can be impounded..

Oregon, along
with Idaho and Washington have higher
rates than the National average for skin can-
cer. Our thinner atmosphere, as opposed to
the equator, high rate of out door living and
high rate of fair skinned people, are believed
to contribute to skin cancer rates. Vacation-
ing habits also play a role in our chances of
developing ailments related to sun-exposure.

Reduce sun exposure between 11 a.m. and
4 p.m.
