Echo CBP Awards

The Echo Community Benefit Plan has
awarded another round of grants for Echo im-
provements:

Echo Church $25,000 for land acquisi-
tion for parking lot for proposed community
center.

Echo Elementary School K & 1st grade
Class Room Technology $7,898.

City of Echo $5700 for Plexiglass to en-
close the Fort Henrietta Park antique fire
equipment and covered wagon display build-
ing.

Umatilla Masonic Lodge #40 $600 for
Bikes for Books Program.

CBP Benefits

Since August 2010 the Echo Commu-
nity Benefit Plan Fund has awarded a grand
total of $281,046 in grants for Echo projects.

have been
possible
without the CBP $50,000 grant which pro-
vided most of the 10.27% minimum match re-
quired for this federal grant. The city was
also able to use the CBP grant to leverage
other grants from Wildhorse Foundation,
Umatilla County, the Meyer Memorial Trust
and Small City Allotment totaling over
$50,000. As a result this project will result in
between $600,000 and 700,000 in improve-
ments.

The $9,000 grant provided by the CBP
for Park Improvements is the most of the
10.27% minimum required to match a State
Parks grant of $50,000. The state grant
would not have been awarded unless the city
could show the matching funds. This project
will fund a picnic shelter, restrooms and play-
ground equipment for the Fort Henrietta
Park/Skatepark. This project will cost a
minimum of $60,000.

The conclusion is that so far in less
than 2 years the Echo CBP’s $281,000 in
grants will result in over $830,000 in commu-
nity improvements.

CBP funds come from the Echo Wind
Farms through a negotiation between the
State of Oregon, local taxing districts, Uma-
tilla County and the Echo Wind Farm own-
ers.

Surveillance Cameras

Thanks to grants from the
Echo Community Benefit Plan
and City County Insurance Ser-
vices, the City now has a new &
sophisticated surveillance cam-
era system that sends photos to
remote sites to record vandalism and theft in
and around city hall, the library & Golf
Course. The cameras work with night vision,
so that even in the dark they will record activ-
ity around the buildings.

The cameras will be used to prosecute
anyone vandalizing city property, including
trees and planters.

Tree Trimmers

R & C Tree Service, an Idaho
based company sent a flyer out in the
East Oregonian recently stating they
would be working in the area and want-
ing people to call and book their ser-
vices. The city’s Tree Ordinance regulates tree trim-
ming services and requires that they register at city
hall and provide proof of licensing & bonding even if
working on private property. The ordinance also
regulates trimming of trees on the public right-of-
way. This includes the area between your property
line and the pavement. The city has sent copies of
the city code to R & C at the local address they pro-
vided and the base office in Idaho (which was re-
turned) advising them of the need to register at city
hall and comply with our codes. If you have con-
tacted this company, you will need to make sure they
have the proper permits before letting them work.

Scam Alert

A series of emails are being sent out
stating it is the IRS, a bank or other govern-
ment agency. & that a transfer has been de-
clined by your bank. The actual addresses &
websites of the agencies are listed, but have
have inserted a link and ask you to click on it.
DO NOT DO SO. These are not legitimate,
but “phishing” emails. Either delete these or
forward them to the agency they are claiming
to represent. Most companies have an email
address they request you send bogus email to.
